From Doylestown area

Take Rt. 202 North for about 4-5 miles - cross over Rt. 413/Durham Rd.

Continue on Rt. 202... it joins Rt. 263...pass Buckingham Green Shopping Center (on your left) ....Look for
Hollyberry Square (shopping center) on your right

After Hollyberry Square, routes 202 and 263 split —at the tip of Peddler’s Village, Veer LEFT at the split,
crossing traffic, following Route 263 North

Continue for 5 more miles on Route 263....passing a curve at Aquetong Rd, passing River Rd...

Continue over the bridge - You are now in the Boro of Stockton

Go straight for a few blocks until you reach a stop sign where you must turn (road ends)

Turn left on Main St. (Route 29 North)

Continue on Rt. 29 N. for approx. % mile....the road will jog left then right...pass a Lukoil Gas
Station...street name changes to Risler St.

A few doors past Cravings, The Arts studio will be on your left —a large stucco, pumpkin colored building
with free parking.

From Center City Philadelphia

Take 95 North —towards Trenton for about 30 miles

After 25 miles you will pass a water tower for Sesame Place with Big Bird on it— keep going

Pass Newtown/Yardley exit, then exit 51/New Hope — keep going

Take the next exit — Route 29 exit — Trenton/Lambertville — exit 1

At the exit ramp, veer right, following the signs for Lambertville: you are now on Route 29 North

After about seven miles, pass Golden Nugget Antiques on the right — keep going on 29 North

After about 1 more mile, you will enter Lambertville

Make a left onto Bridge St. at the traffic light (Exxon station on the left and Nicole’s Pizza on the right) — if
you miss this turn (which people often do), you will end up on 179 in West Amwell, just turn around and
back track

On Bridge St., make a right at the first light — this is still Route 29 North

After approx. three miles you will enter the Boro of Stockton - you will pass: Lambertville Public School,
Cvs

The road will jog left then right...pass a Lukoil Gas Station...street name changes to Risler St.
